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ENGLISH ACADEMIC READING INSTRUCTION
IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION, SPORTS, AND RECREATION MAJOR
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Abstract

This research aimed to investigate language learning strategies that students
majoring in physical education, sports science, and recreation employed in reading
academic passage and to construct academic reading instructional model based on
language learning strategies for those students. 192 year | — IV of Physical Education
Institute Mahasarakham campus students were randomly selected as sample
meanwhile 12 year 111 majoring in sports science of Physical Education Institute
Mahasarakham campus students were purposively selected as target groups.
Language learning strategy questionnaire, instructional model, lesson plans, reading
achievement test, and language learning strategies used questionnaire were employed
as research instruments. Survey and classroom action research were research
methodology and employed frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, and
Wilcoxon Signed Rank Test as statistics used in data analysis.

The results were as follow;

1. The most frequency language learning strategies that students

majoring in physical education, sports science, and recreation employed in reading

academic passage were memory strategies ( X =3.83 S.D. =0.47), compensation
strategies (X = 3.82 S.D. = 0.56), social strategies ( X =3.79 S.D. = 0.65), and
cognitive strategies ( X'= 3.77 sD.= 0.56) in order.

2. The developed academic reading instructional model based on
language learning strategy composed of 3 main phrase; preparation, instruction, and
conclusion of which comprised of 6 learning activities; (1) encourage motivate, (2)
learning objective inform, (3) revised prior knowledge, give background knowledge,
(4) language learning strategy instruction; preparing, modeling, practicing,

monitoring, expanding, and evaluating, (5) passage and language learning strategies

employing conclusion; problems, solutions (6) lesson evaluation, reflection,



feedbacks. 9 lesson plans were developed through 3 cycle classroom action research.

The model was effective according to score after having used developed lesson plan

was significantly higher than the criterion set at 60 percent at level of 0.05 and

language learning strategy used behavior was in “ much” level

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Orienteering has spread from its origin in Scandinavia to many countries
around the world. The number of participants is increasing every year. More than
16,000 orienteers from more than 20 different countries took part in more than 35
classes of a recent competition in Sweden.

In the U.K., orienteering has proved it as perhaps the top in family sports.
Almost every weekend up to 3,000 people- the poor, the affluent, the young, the old,
novices and experienced athletes, run, walk briskly or stroll over orienteering courses.
In fact, two hundred orienteers may be hiding a mile square of any wooded area. They
strain to navigate their way from one red — and — white marker flag to another.

The sport’s principles and objectives are like a motor rally without car. The
competitor both searches and provides the power instead of sitting at the wheel. A
course requires the competitor to visit a number of checkpoints; usually a red- and —
white control flag. At the checkpoints, he is to pause for a short moment to mark a
card as show of his visit. He searches between control points with the help of a map
and compass. A good course offers the competitor a choice of routes between one
point and the next. He has to decide which way would be best based on his physical
capabilities and his reading of the map. However, a word of caution as the shortest
way is not necessarily the best. For example, it may have a number of drawbacks and
led to very difficult terrain like thick forest which would waste both time and energy
as well as slow down the competitor’s progress. Thus, orienteering provides the
participant with both a mental and physical stimulus.

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Baseball is a game between two teams of nine players each. It has been
influenced by the English children’s game of rounder as youngsters hit a ball with the
stick. The first rules of the new game were drawn up in the United States in 1840.
Baseball players could earn money, or professionalism as the first time within thirty
years later. There have been many changes but the fundamental of the game is still the
same from then until the major leagues of today.

Itis played on a 90 - foot diamond shaped field with bases at each of the four
corners.

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Scientists agree that exercise may change the body’s chemistry and physiology
in useful ways. Studies have shown that mild exercise can slow the loss of minerals
from bones. The loss of minerals from bones can cause aging. It is a leading cause of
fractures and death in older people. Exercise may also retard other aspects of aging.

However, cardiologists now believe that exercise can slow down heart disease
among those with an inherited risk. (1) By age 20, fatty rubbish has begun a slow
build — up in the blood vessels, a process that can be speed up by smoking, drinking,
and a high cholesterol diet. (2) Even though high — density lipoproteins can remove
cholesterol from the blood- stream, the beneficial effects may not be enough. (3)
Increasing faster than the high — density proteins can remove them. The cholesterol
molecules block artery carrying blood to the heart, starving it of oxygen.( 4) When the
arteries are blocked, the heart has too heavy problem of any severe stress or strain.
(5) Therefore, exercise may be a double — edged sword.( 6 ) While it can reduce the
rate of cholesterol build — up, it can also create a drought — the heart’s sudden lack of

Most researchers now reject the idea that exhaustive exercise will lead to
perfect health. Gleim says, “Fitness is the ability of the body to do work.” So, endless
sessions of determined exertion are not important. For example, brisk walking for 45
minutes daily over one year could increase the ability of the heart to supply oxygen to
working muscles, and can drop cholesterol five percent. Gleim’s rule; “When you’re
finished exercising, you shouldn’t be tired, but cheerful.”
